Narrative      The Fiesta Mall management reported a bomb threat that had been written on the walls in the men's bathroom.  Police responded to collect evidence and assess the threat potential.  The initial note indicated the bomb would go off at 7:34 AM.  Mall management did not wish to evacuate at that time.  Mall staff and security conducted searches for suspicious packages and none were found.   At about 7:00 PM, another handwritten note was discovered that stated it was almost 7:30 and the bomb was going to blow.  While assessing the threat potential it was found that it was the same person who discovered both notes.  Further investigation revealed that this "witness" (mall employee), had been arrested in February for falsely reporting a robbery.  This defendant admitted that he wrote and placed the second note because he "wanted the attention" and wanted to see how the Police would respond.  He received the attention  he was looking for and was booked for Felony False Reporting and Threats.
