Dear Mr. Fox:

Thauk you for your contribution to the Arizona Republican Party. There are several
competitive races this year and your support will allow our Party to be active in many of them.
Arizona law limits contributors to two types of entities: individuals and PACs. Corporate and
union funds are prohibited from being used by candidates and by groups such as political parties
that support candidates. Individuals may contribute nearly unlimited amounts to political parties,
but those funds must be drawn on a person’s individual bank account.

Often a group of individuals with a conunon cause will join together and pool their personal
funds for the purpose of making political contributions. Arizona law does not require these
pooled contributions o register as a PAC, though that is the common practice. In the alternative,
“Arizona law views a pooled contribution as coming from a partnership. A partnership
contribution is permitted, so long as we attribute the contribution to each “partner” as if it were
an individual contribution. We are legally obligated to report o the State the name and address
of each “partner” along with the amount of their contribution, We assume each partner has made
an equal contribution; if that is not the case we will need to know each partner’s individual
contribution percentage.

The Party has reported to the State our receipt of contributions totaling $105,000 from the
SCA. We have also reported that this contributor is an unincorporated association of individuals,
and that we have requested the names and contribution percentages of each partner in SCA. The
State is expecting that we will fle an amended campaign finance report at the earliest
opportunity with this additional information. Please considet this a formal request for this
information. Just as Arizona law does not allow corporate Or union contributions it also does not
allow anonymous contributions. SCA is either required to organize itself as a PAC or is required
to inform fhe Party of the names and contribution percentages of the individuals participating in
SCA.

Please also be advised and please advise the participants in SCA that they should expect
the Attorney General of Arizona t0 undertake an investigation into SCA if we are unable to




[image: image2.png]provide the State with the legally required information, While we can only make requests, the
State is empowered t0 demand the information, We expect the State is likely to ask for
considerably more information about the activities of SCA and its participants should it become
actively involved in this matter.

Again, Arizona law requires individuals making political contributions to do so in their
own name and for recipients of contributions to report the names of all of their contributors.
Please provide us with the names, addresses and contribution percentages of the individuals
participating in SCA at your earliest opportunity. Thank you.
